SACOG Board of  Directors Consent 

August 13, 2008 
 
Approve Draft 2009/12 Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program and 
Associated Air Quality Conformity Determination 
 
Issue:  Should SACOG approve the Draft 2009/12 Metropolitan Transportation Improvement 
Program (MTIP) and accompanying Air Quality Conformity Determination, including technical 
edits made as a result of comments received during the 30-day public review and a public 
hearing, during June and July 2008?   
 
Committee Action/Recommendation: The Transportation Committee and the Climate & Air 
Quality Committee held  public hearings on the Draft 2009/12 MTIP and Air Quality 
Conformity Determination; no comments from the public were received, and the Committees 
recommend that the Board consider and approve the MTIP and Air Quality Conformity 
Determination, including technical edits, at the August meeting. 
 
Discussion:  The Draft 2009/12 MTIP includes 722 projects that are either funded with federal 
dollars, deemed regionally significant for the purposes of air quality analysis, or are anticipating 
federal action.  Even though the current 2007/10 MTIP was recently amended by the SACOG 
Board on May 29, state and federal rules require that the MTIP be updated once again.  Federal 
regulations require that Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs), such as SACOG and 
states, adopt federal transportation improvement programs at least every four years.  The 
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) has decided to adopt every two years and has 
set the deadline of August 22, 2008, for the transmittal of SACOG’s adopted MTIP. 

Most MTIP projects were carried over into the Draft 2009/12 MTIP without any edits.  
However, SACOG staff changed some projects in the following ways:  

1. Report completed projects.  In consultation with project sponsors, staff removed 239 
projects that have been or will be completed by October 2008.  (See Appendix 5.) 

2. Update cost estimates and project information.   Some project sponsors asked to 
update cost estimates, project descriptions, or project titles.  Those relatively minor 
changes are included in this document.  (See Appendices 3 and 4.) 

3. Add 2011 and 2012 and edit to meet financial constraint.  The 2009/12 MTIP adds 
federal fiscal years (FFYs) 2011 and 2012.  Some projects in the 2007/10 MTIP did not 
identify reasonably available funding sources in FFYs 2011 and 2012 and had to be 
moved to a later year or removed until they can specify reliable funding.  (Financial 
constraint is demonstrated in Appendix 2.) 



4. Drop 2007 and 2008.  The new 2009/12 MTIP supersedes the old MTIP.  As a result, 
phases and projects with funding only FFYs 2007 and 2008 are no longer considered 
programmed.  Staff plans to process a “clean-up amendment” in winter to carry over any 
2008 funding which may fail to receive federal authorization in 2008. In addition to the 
above edits, SACOG subsequently made 156 technical corrections to the Draft 2009/12 
MTIP as a result of interagency consultation. Attachment A is a summary of the projects 
that were corrected. Most changes are to update completion years on exempt projects and 
change the status of projects from programmed to completed. 

Under the federal Clean Air Act as amended, SACOG is required to prepare a conformity 
determination each time air quality non-exempt projects are amended or included in a new 
MTIP.  Since the Draft 2009/12 MTIP contains non-exempt projects, SACOG has therefore 
prepared the required Air Quality Conformity Determination for the Sacramento ozone (ROG 
and NOx) nonattainment area, carbon monoxide (CO) maintenance area, particulate matter 
(PM-10) moderate nonattainment area, and the Sutter Buttes ozone nonattainment area.  The 
conformity determination relies on the previous regional emissions analysis prepared for the 
MTP for 2035 because the non-exempt projects in the 2009/12 MTIP are consistent with the 
non-exempt projects in the MTP for 2035.  The determination was prepared in accordance with 
FHWA’s January 31, 2006, checklist for reliance on a previous regional emissions analysis.  
(See Appendix 1 for the conformity determination.) 
  
The public review and comment period lasts from June 26 to July 28.  Federal approval is 
expected November 1.  For the full schedule, please see page 3 of the 2009/12 MTIP section, “A 
Guide to the MTIP.” 

The combined Draft 2009/12 MTIP and Conformity Determination (Attachment B) are posted 
online at www.sacog.org.  CDs and hard copies are available upon request.

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GLOSSARY OF TERMS AND ACRONYMS USED IN THE 2009/12 MTIP 
 
The following glossary is intended to serve as a reference for anyone involved in the planning 
process, or for those less involved in the planning process, to understand the terms used in the 
MTIP. 
 
Air-Oualitv Conformity Analysis: Analysis that determines if certain transportation plans and 
programs conform to federal air-quality goals, namely that forecasts of vehicular emissions 
resulting from transportation plans stay within acceptable levels. These acceptable levels of 
future pollution are determined by the State Implementation Plan (SIP) for air quality. This 
analysis is required by federal law. 
 
APCD:  Air Pollution Control District, a countywide agency which develops a countywide air 
quality plan. APCDs may be multi-county, such as the Yolo-Solano APCD. 
 
AQMD: Air Quality Management District, same role as APCDs above, but created and entitled 
by the state legislature specifically for the Sacramento metropolitan area, the Bay Area, and the 
South Coast region. AQMDs may be multi-county bodies, although the Sacramento Metropolitan 
AQMD includes only Sacramento County. State enabling legislation typically grants AQMDs 
statutory powers beyond those of APCDs. 
 
Benefit Assessment District: Fees collected by local agencies from property owners to pay for 
new and improved transportation facilities. Fees are calculated based on the anticipated Abenefit@ 
that the property owners in the area are expected to gain from improvements to the transportation 
system. Assessment funds can be used to pay for other infrastructure improvements unless the 
local enabling ordinance specifically precludes certain uses. 
 
Caltrans:  The California Department of Transportation, responsible for planning, building, and 
maintaining the state highway system, and for planning and developing inter-regional 
transportation services such as the Capitol Corridor train service, among other duties. 
 
CMA: Congestion Management Agency, a countywide agency responsible for developing the 
Congestion Management Program (see below). 
 
CMAQ: Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Program, a federal funding program that funds 
transportation projects and programs that will achieve reductions in air pollution from vehicles. 
 
CMP: Congestion Management Program, a countywide program designed to keep traffic 
congestion within an acceptable standard. The CMP must include traffic flow standards, 
standards for public transit service, a program to analyze the traffic impacts of land use 
decisions, a Atrip reduction/travel demand A element to reduce vehicular use, and a seven year 
capital improvement program. 

 
 
CTC: California Transportation Commission, a governor-appointed body that reviews regional 
transportation improvement programs (see RTIP below) and decides which specific projects and 
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programs will receive state funding. These chosen projects become the State Transportation 
improvement Program (see STLP below). 
 
Conformity: See Air-Quality Conformity Analysis above. 
 
Developer Fee: Fees collected by local agencies from developers of new residential and office 
buildings to pay for improvements to the transportation system made necessary by the new 
development. Developer Fees are used to pay for whole transportation projects (such as a new 
roadway), or will be used to contribute towards the developer=s Afair share@ of improvements to 
existing facilities needed in the area. Same as traffic impact fees, except that developer fees can 
be used to pay for other infrastructure improvements such as sewer and water lines. 
 
EDCTC: El Dorado County Transportation Commission, the state-designated regional 
transportation planning agency for El Dorado County. 
 
EPA: Environmental Protection Agency, a federal agency which reviews our air quality 
conformity analyses and advises FHWA and FTA regarding approval of the conformity finding. 
 
FHWA: Federal Highway Administration, one of two primary federal agencies that SACOG 
work with in our transportation planning efforts. FHWA provides a joint conformity finding on 
our Metropolitan Transportation Plan and MTIP, and allocates federal transportation funds to the 
state for distribution to the region. 
 
FLP: Federal Lands Program, a federal program administered by the U.S. Forest Service to 
improve roadways on federal lands. 
 
Forest Lands: See FLP above. 
 
FTA: Federal Transit Administration, the other of two primary federal agencies that SACOO 
works with in our transportation planning efforts. FTA develops federal policy on public transit 
issues, and allocates capital and operating funds for public transit projects. 
 
PTA Section 5309: Formerly known as the PTA Section 3 program. This program pays for major 
bus purchases and light rail extensions, such as the extension of light rail to Meadowview Road 
in South Sacramento County. 
 
FTA Section 5307: Formerly known as the PTA Section 9 program. This program pays for 
transit capital and operating expenses for urban transit operators (population greater than 
50,000). 
 
PTA Section 5310 : Formerly known as the FTA Section 16 program. This program pays for 
transit capital programs that benefit elderly and handicapped people. 
 
FTA Section 5311: Formerly known as the FTA Section 18 program. This program pays for 
transit capital and operating expenses for rural transit operators (population less than 
50,000). 
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Financial Constraint: The MTIP must be financially constrained by year and include a financial 
plan that demonstrates which projects can be implemented using current revenue sources and 
which projects are to be implemented using proposed revenue sources. Only projects for which 
construction and operating funds can reasonably be expected to be available may be included in 
the MTIP (23 CFR, Part 450, Section 450.324). 
 
Grouped Projects: Air quality exempt projects of a small scale are often suitable for combining 
into a single larger project listing or grouped project.  Grouped projects are identified in the 
MTIP under Avarious counties@ and are shown under the appropriate air quality exempt category 
listing. 
 
HBRR: Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Program, a federal funding program 
used to repair and replace bridges on state highways and local roads. 
 
HES: Hazard Elimination and Safety Program, a federal funding program used to pay for safety 
improvements to state highways and local roads, such as guard rails and roadway signage. 
 
ISTEA: Internodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991. Predecessor to TEA 21. (See 
TEA 21 below) 
 
Interstate Maintenance: A federal funding program used to pay for maintenance projects on 
interstate freeways. 
 
Lead Agencies: State or local agencies or RTPAs (see RTPA below) who are charged with the 
lead for implementing specific transportation projects and programs in the MTIP.  Local 
agencies include but are not limited to public works and planning agencies, air districts, transit 
operators, and special districts. 
 
LRT: Light Rail Transit, such as the light rail system here in Sacramento. 
 
MPA: Metropolitan Planning Area, the boundary includes the entire federal air quality non-
attainment area and the remainder of Sutter and Yuba Counties for the purposes of federal 
transportation planning, programming, and determining air quality conformity of plans and 
programs. 
 
MPO: Metropolitan Planning Organization, a federal designation granted to the agency 
charged with conducting regional transportation planning. SACOG is the designated 
MPO for Sacramento, Suffer, Yolo, and Yuba Counties, and El Dorado and Placer 
Counties outside of the Tahoe Basin. 
 
Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP): Also known as the federal TIP, a 
three-year list of specific transportation projects and programs which SACOG submits to 
Caltrans. SACOG amends the MTIP on a quarterly cycle. The MTIP and its amendments are 
subject to air-quality conformity analysis under federal air-quality conformity regulations. 
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MTP: Metropolitan Transportation Plan, a 20-year blueprint for transportation strategies for the 
region, developed and updated by SACOG. Under state law the MTP is updated by December 1 
of even-numbered years. Under federal law, the MTP must be updated at least once every three 
years. 
 
NHS: National Highway System, a federal funding program used to implement improvements to 
roadways designated as part of the NHS. Congress adopted the NHS in November 1995. 
 
Non-Attainment Area: A federally-designated area that fails to meet air-quality standards. The 
Sacramento non-attainment area includes all of Sacramento and Yolo Counties, northern Solano 
County, south Sutter County, and Placer and El Dorado Counties outside of the Tahoe Basin. 
Non-attainment areas are defined by the Environmental Protection Agency, based on 
topography, climate, and wind patterns. 
 
PCTPA: Placer County Transportation Planning Agency, the state-designated regional 
transportation planning agency for Placer County, and its locally-designated congestion 
management agency. 
 
P116: Proposition 116, a state funding program used to implement rail transit and bikeway 
projects throughout the state. Proposition 116 is a bond program approved by state voters in 
1992. 
 
RTIP: Regional Transportation improvement Program, a seven-year list of specific 
transportation projects and programs which SACOG submits to the California Transportation 
Commission as a request for state funding. The Regional 1W must be submitted by December 1 
of every odd-numbered year. 
 
RTPA: Regional Transportation Planning Agency, a state designation of the agency responsible 
for regional transportation planning to meet state planning requirements. The RTPA is not 
always the same agency as the federally-designated MPO (see MPO above). 
 
130 RAIL: Surface Transportation Program - Rail Crossing Improvement Program, a federal 
funding program used to improve the safety of rail crossings on surface streets. 
 
Regional Planning Partnership: A committee of close to 100 representatives from local, regional, 
state, and federal agencies, as well as representatives of business, environmental, and minority 
organizations and associations. The Partnership assists SACOG with its transportation and air 
quality planning responsibilities. The Partnership meets as needed. 
 
Road Fund: A local funding source derived from a portion of the state gasoline tax. These funds 
are Asubvented@ from the state to local agencies to pay for local transportation improvements. 
Road funds are often used to match state or federal funds approved for local projects. 
 
SHOPP: State Highway Operation and Protection Program, a list of all operations and 
maintenance projects greater than $300,000 on the state highway system which the California 
Transportation Commission has approved for state funding. Caltrans prepares the SHOPP with 
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input from regional transportation planning agencies. 
 
SMAQMD: Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District, the agency responsible 
for state-required air quality planning in Sacramento County. SMAQMD and SACOG are jointly 
responsible for federally required air quality planning. 
 
SRTD: Sacramento Regional Transit District, the agency that operates Sacramento=s public 
transit system, including bus and light rail service. RT is the largest transit operator in the 
SACOG region, and the largest in California north of the San Francisco Bay Area. 
 
SRTP: Short Range Transit Plan, a five-year plan required periodically from public transit 
operators that receive federal funds. 
 
STA: Sacramento Transportation Authority, the locally designated congestion management 
agency for Sacramento County, and the agency that oversees the spending of Sacramento 
County=s Measure A sales tax money for transportation projects. 
 
STA Funds: State Transit Assistance Funds, funding for public transit service allocated under the 
Transportation Development Act (see TDA). STA funds are derived from the state tax on 
gasoline. SACOG is responsible for distributing the region=s apportionment of STA funds to our 
member jurisdictions and public transit operators. 
 
State Cash: This term refers to funds that do not include any federal or local funds.  This 
terminology is used by Caltrans to distinguish these funds from the State Highway Account 
which is often a mix of federal and state dollars.  State cash is used as a source of matching funds 
for the federal dollars used in the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). 
 
STIP: State Transportation improvement Program, a list of all the transportation projects which 
the California Transportation Commission has approved for state funding, chosen from regional 
transportation improvement programs from around the state. 
 
STP: Surface Transportation Program, a funding program under ISTEA that provides federal 
money for capital improvements to surface transportation systems. 
STP-Rail: See 130 RAIL above. 
 
TCI: Transit Capital improvement Program, a state grant program which provides funds to 
public transit operators for fixed-guideway transit systems, such as light rail. 
 
TCM: Transportation Control Measure, a measure aimed at reducing vehicular use and thereby 
improving air quality. State law requires countywide air quality plans that must include a list of 
such measures. These plans, including TCMs, are developed by air pollution control districts or 
air quality management districts. 

 
TDA: Transportation Development Act, state legislation which provides two major sources of 
funding for public transit service, the Local Transportation Fund (LTF) and State Transit 
Assistance Fund (STA Funds). SACOO administers these funds for our member jurisdictions 
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and public transit operators. 
 
TDM: Transportation Demand Management, techniques to reduce the use of motor vehicles or 
shift the use of vehicles to uncongested times of the day. TDM could include employer-
sponsored rideshare programs, or flexible working hours that enable people to commute to work 
before or after rush hour, for example. 
 
TSM: Transportation System Management, a state program used to fund local and state 
transportation projects that will improve the efficiency and effectiveness of the existing 
transportation system without increasing the capacity. 
 
TEA: Transportation Enhancement Activities, a set-aside of STP funds for use on projects that 
enhance the quality of life, protect the environment, and provide an aesthetic, pleasant, and 
improved interface between the transportation system for communities and people adjacent to 
transportation facilities. 
 
TEA 21: Transportation Equity Act for the 21@ Century, the current federal surface 
transportation act. TEA 21 outlines federal policy on transportation planning and programming 
and includes funding programs for various transportation projects. Successor legislation to 
ISTEA. 
 
TEA-3/TEA-LU: Transportation Equity Act - A Legacy for Users, the proposed successor to 
TEA 21.  Although TEA 21 expired on October 1, 2005, the new authorizing legislation has not 
yet been passed.  Federal transportation funds continue to flow, however, through a series of 
continuing resolutions. 
 
Traffic lmpact Fee: See Developer Fees above. 
 
Unitrans: A public transit operators headquartered at UC Davis, running bus routes that connect 
to UC campus to various Davis neighborhoods. 
 
YCTA: Yolo County Transit Authority, the locally designated congestion management agency 
for Yolo County, and an operator of public transit service in Yolo County. 
 
YST: Yuba-Sutter Transit, the transit operator and transit planning agency for Sutter and Yuba 
Counties.
