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Corridor System Management Plans    
 
Issue:  Caltrans has completed corridor system management plans on four state highway corridors in the 
SACOG region and is seeking acceptance of these documents by June 30. 
 
Recommendation:  The Executive Director is signing a form accepting the Corridor System Management 
Plans (CSMPs) as reference documents for future planning activities. Acceptance indicates that SACOG will 
consider the CSMPs as reference for the regional transportation planning (RTP) process. 
 
Discussion:   The California Transportation Commission (CTC) adopted guidelines and accountability 
procedures for projects funded through the Corridor Mobility Improvement Account (CMIA) and State 
Route 99 Bond Program that include a requirement that CSMPs be developed for each route that has a 
project funded through those sources.  In the SACOG region, there are CMIA or State Route 99 Bond 
Program funded projects on Highways 50, 65, 80, and 99.  Caltrans District 3 has been given the 
responsibility to develop the CSMPs in cooperation with SACOG and other stakeholders and has now 
concluded the preparation of the initial set of CSMPs to meet the CTC's requirements.  Caltrans is requesting 
acceptance of each of the CSMPs by the respective RTPA within which the route or segment of the route is 
located.  Consideration of the CSMPs is now required through the State of California RTP guidelines. 
 
The intent of CSMPs is to improve corridor mobility by managing all existing transportation components as 
an integrated system, including selected highways, roads, transit facilities, and bicycle routes.  Each CSMP 
identifies current corridor system management strategies, major corridor mobility challenges, performance 
measures, and planned corridor system management strategies. The CSMPs include, by reference, all 
projects contained in each applicable regional transportation plan.  A summary of each CSMP is attached.  
The completed CSMPs in the SACOG region offer useful data and analysis that will add value to future 
planning activities in the region.
