Census 2010 Update 
 

Issue: Census 2010 is soliciting community and local government support for Hard to Count Communities. 
 

Recommendation: None; this is for information only. 
 

Discussion: The U.S. Census is conducting outreach for all communities and has asked for jurisdictions to target 
outreach to the Hard to Count communities (HTC). At the June 16 Regional Convening, U.S. Census staff emphasized the 
need for grassroots efforts to increase the response rate in the HTC communities. In an effort to support the Hard to Count 
communities outreach (HTC), the U.S. Census is offering Partner Support Program (PSP) funding.  The funding 
applications are due on Thursday, October 15.   
 
Jurisdictions can have multiple municipal departments apply for grants, which can be used for promotional materials, 
community workshops, and other outreach and educational activities.  SACOG has created HTC maps by county and will 
provide those to local jurisdictions with school district non-English language information to assist member jurisdictions 
with funding applications. Local governments may apply to use PSP funding for translation services for languages needed 
in their HTC area. SACOG staff will also be creating materials for SACOG website and newsletters to help promote 
increased Census 2010 participation, which can be used by member jurisdictions for FREE in websites and newsletters 
and can incorporate, given funding, unique translations as needed in HTC communities. 
 
SACOG is creating a hosted web page for member jurisdictions with the following information: 

- Census timeline with PSP funding application and key dates 
- PSP funding FAQ sheet 
- list of local contacts working on Census 2010  
- printable PDFs in multiple languages 
- information and links to Census 2010 employment opportunities 
- newsletter articles on Census 2010 that can be used by local government, community/faith based organization 

newsletters or other outreach efforts 
- Census Block under count information/map for census block tracts by member jurisdiction 
- link to Census 2010 official website  

 
SACOG is also inviting local governments to share activities and Complete Count Committee efforts with SACOG, in 
order that staff can share with member jurisdictions seeking activities to model in an attempt to increase Census 2010 
participation across the region. Census counts are used in calculating federal funding distributions by population formulas.

Staff have attended Census 2010 state agency working group meetings in June. From 
these meeting a list of possible outreach strategies follows. 
 

- Form a Complete Count Committee (CCC) 
- Encourage local government departments to apply for Partnership Support 

Program funding 
- Include Census 2010 articles and information in government publications, local 

utility bills and community newsletters 
- Post links on local government websites to Census 2010 information 
- Use SACOG developed materials including maps and PDFs for targeted outreach 

to Hard to Count Communities 
- Inform local social service offices of Census 2010 and where to get more 

information 
- Ask local community and faith based groups to support outreach efforts for 

Census 2010 
- Include information on the Census on outgoing phone or hold messages for local 

government agencies  
- Send electronic notification to staff with community involvement (neighborhood 

services, etc.) to provide information to community members 
- Post Census 2010 information in public areas  
- Distribute Census 2010 materials at community events 
- Invite local Census staff to have a booth at community events 

 



 
 
 
 

EXAMPLES OF APPROVED PARTNER SUPPORT PROGRAM 
REQUESTS 

 
  
Example 1: RCC is considering purchasing tee shirts, coffee mugs, cups, hats, 
and key rings with the words “It’s In Our Hands” in English and Spanish for  
distribution to the public at public events, such as baseball games or parades. 
 
Example 2:  Various religious organizations have agreed to provide space for  
Questionnaire Assistance Centers and training, to announce to their congregations 
the importance of the census, and to provide fliers for distribution by the religious  
organizations. 
 
Example 3: A local school decides to conduct a census essay and poster contest  
during Citizenship Week.  The RCC agrees to purchase certificates and ribbons  
for winners and provide these items to the school.  The school agrees to hold a 
 special event to which they invite local celebrities, Complete Count Committee  
members, and local residents to participate.

Example 1:   RCC purchases tee shirts, coffee mugs, cups, hats, and key rings 
with the census logo for distribution to census employees and their families. 
 
Example 2: RCC has a request from a major department store to have a  
“Census Day” whereby the store will pay the advertising costs to promote the  
event provided the store can use the census seal and be able to state that it has  
exclusive rights among department stores to promote the Census and can state that  
it is the “Official Department Store for the 2010 Census.” 
 
There are several problems with this request.  We may not give exclusive rights to 
the department store and may not authorize the store to represent itself as 
receiving an endorsement from the Census Bureau.  Moreover, use of the 2010 
Census logo by an outside party is prohibited absent express authorization.

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The Census: A Snapshot
What:\\  The census is a count of everyone residing in the 
United States.

Who:\\  All U.S. residents must be counted—people of all races 
and ethnic groups, both citizens and non-citizens.

When:\\  Census Day is April 1, 2010. Questionnaire responses 
should represent the household as it exists on this day. More 
detailed socioeconomic information will be collected annually 
from a small percentage of the population through the 
American Community Survey.

Why:\\  The U.S. Constitution requires a national census 
once every 10 years. The census will show state population 
counts and determine representation in the U.S. House of 
Representatives.

How:\\  Census questionnaires will be delivered or mailed to 
households via U.S. mail in March 2010; many households 
will receive a replacement questionnaire in early April. 
Census workers also will visit households that do not return 
questionnaires. 

A Complete Count: The Importance of Census Data
Every year, the federal government can allocate more than \\

$300 billion to states and communities based, in part, on 
census data. 

Census data guide planning for new hospitals, roads, job \\

training centers, schools and more.  

Census data are used to determine the need for additional \\

social services, block grants and other grant programs 
essential to many communities. 

Census data inform a diverse range of local initiatives, from \\

justifying the need for an after-school program to designating 
urban revitalization areas. 

2010 Census Questionnaire: Quick, Easy  
and Confidential

With only 10 questions, the 2010 Census questionnaire is  \\

one of the shortest questionnaires in history and takes just  
10 minutes to complete.

By law, the Census Bureau cannot share an individual’s \\

census questionnaire responses with anyone, including  
other federal agencies and law enforcement entities.

2010 Census Timeline: Key Dates
Fall 2008 Recruitment begins for local census jobs for early census operations.

Spring 2009 Census employees go door-to-door to update address lists nationwide.

Fall 2009 Recruitment begins for census takers to support peak workload in 2010.

February – March 2010 Census questionnaires are mailed or delivered to households.

April 1, 2010 Census Day

May – July 2010 Census takers visit households that did not return a questionnaire by mail.

December 2010 By law, Census Bureau delivers population counts to the president for apportionment.

March 2011 By law, Census Bureau completes delivery of redistricting data to states.
