December 9, 2009 
 
Executive Director's Report   
 
The following is a brief status report on some of the major issues and projects currently being 
advanced by SACOG.   
 
KEY BOARD ITEMS:   
 
Regular Appointments:  After 12 months of acting appointments, I am asking the Board to appoint 
Matt Carpenter, Rebecca Sloan and Joe Concannon to regular appointments.  All three have excelled in 
their new duties.  See Items 4-6. 
 
Programming:  Staff is bringing the proposed 2010 Programming recommendations to the Board 
this month (Item 17) for notice and information.  The Board is scheduled to take action on the 
recommended slate of projects at its January 21, 2010 meeting.  There was approximately $200M 
in applications submitted for approximately $92M in available funds. Due to State budget 
restrictions, the overall amount of funds estimated to be available for programming for this two 
year cycle is small; however, competition for the limited dollars was intense and the staff had a 
difficult time selecting among the project applications.  For the first time this year, in the largest of 
the five programs, the Regional and Local Program, staff made their recommendations based on 
criteria approved by the Board prior to the beginning of the ranking process.  Local agency staffs 
seemed appreciative of the efforts that were made and, while not every agency got all of its 
projects, a strong effort was made to insure that city and county staff understood the reasons for 
the decisions made by the SACOG selection teams.   
 
Presentations: 
Olin Woods, our Project and Program Deliver Manager, employed by SACOG, as a SACOG 
employee since June 2007 and as a Caltrans “expert on loan,” is leaving SACOG on December 30.  
He has had a far more challenging year with all of the many federal ARRA and state programming 
issues than I think he bargained for when I convinced him to extend his career through the end of 
this year.  I am deeply appreciative for his outstanding service. 
 
Trip to D.C.:  SACOG RUCS consultant Stacey McKinley and I met this week in D.C. with Terry 
Breyman, Council of Environmental Quality to discuss draft Principles and Guidelines and a draft 
Executive Order that related to water resources and floodplain management.  It was an excellent 
meeting and I will brief the Board Committees and full Board on it early next year.  Director Cabaldon 
has been working on this issue through the U.S. Conference of Mayors as well. 
 
Strategic Plan:  The Strategic Planning Committee had a good discussion this week on the draft 
Strategic Plan for SACOG that has been under development over the past year.  We will working 
with Management Partners, our consultants, to make revisions to the document based on the 
Committee’s input and bring it forward for Board discussion and action early next year. 
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Assembly & State Transportation Committees:  At the invitation of Assembly Transportation 
Committee Chair Mike Eng, SACOG staff had the opportunity to testify at the Assembly 
Transportation Committee Hearing on Transit Today & Into the Future on December 8.  Director 
of Research & Analysis Gordon Garry spoke to the immediate need for transit supportive policies 
if we are to meet the longer term land use benefits needed for AB32 benchmarks.  
  
We were also invited by the Senate Housing & Transportation Committee Chair Alan Lowenthal 
to present at a Senate Select Committee on State School Facilities on December 15.  Executive 
Director Mike McKeever spoke to accommodating schools in regional plans and the benefits of 
aligning forecasts for transportation, housing, and land use planning in the siting of schools.

Stimulus Update:  Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) 
Funding Program 
  
At the August SACOG Board meeting, the Board acted to endorse SACOG staff’s recommendations 
of three projects for a total “ask” of $74.4 million.  The three projects were: 
 

1. City of Sacramento:  Intermodal Transportation Facility ($30M) 
2. Port of West Sacramento:  Northern California Marine Highway ($9.4M) 
3. County of Sacramento:  U.S. 50 at Watt Ave. Interchange ($35M) 

 
In mid-September, Caltrans sent its recommendations to the Business Transportation and Housing 
(BT&H) Agency and staff was advised that SACOG’s top two projects were prioritized on the list sent 
to BT&H.  At this time, SACOG staff understands that BT&H has submitted its recommendations to 
the Governor, but that the Governor’s Office has not yet sent a letter of endorsement to the U.S. 
Department of Transportation (DOT).   
 
In the meantime, project sponsors submitted their applications directly to DOT, as directed by 
Caltrans.  To date, we understand that the City of Sacramento has received a call from DOT staff with 
clarifying questions.  City staff considers this an encouraging sign, but when they have asked for 
additional information regarding the status of their project, they were politely informed, “Don’t call us, 
we’ll call you.”  
 
While the official date for releasing the results of the TIGER Program is February 17, 2010, DOT 
Secretary Ray LaHood has stated that he intends to make the announcement by mid-January.  There is 
some speculation that the announcement will be done in coordination with the State of the Union 
Address.  As staff receives additional information, we will report back to the Transportation 
Committee and to the SACOG Board.

Close-Out Strategy:  American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) 
 
On March 11, 2009, the Board approved the programming of $72M in ARRA funds for projects in 
Sacramento, Sutter, Yolo, and Yuba counties and granted the Executive Director the authority to fund any 
Tier II or Tier III project to prevent potential loss of ARRA funds if insufficient project delivery had 
taken place.  Per Caltrans’ ARRA deadlines, all of the region’s ARRA funds must be obligated by 
12/15/09 or risk redistribution of those funds to other regions.   
 
As of 11/25/09, $22.9M in ARRA funds are still in the process of being obligated, which includes 
$20.0M for the City of Sacramento’s Intermodal Transportation Facility (Railyards).  Staff is in regular 
contact with the local lead agencies and Caltrans and expects all projects currently in the process to 
receive FHWA approval (obligation) prior to 12/15/09.  Any ARRA project savings from construction 
awards deobligated after December 15, 2009, will be applied to other projects in the Region prior to the 
final deadline for the re-obligation of September 30, 2010.   
 
With respect to short-term savings, there have been a small amount of ARRA project savings from the 
summer and fall of 2009.  These savings were due to the competitive construction bidding climate with 
construction awards coming in lower than the obligated construction funds.  In keeping with past practice, 
SACOG staff has allowed savings from rehabilitation funds to be applied to other rehabilitation projects 
by the sponsoring agency if the project can be obligated within the ARRA deadlines.  Yolo County, Sutter 
County, City of Citrus Heights, City of Elk Grove, and the City of Winters are re-obligating ARRA 
rehabilitation project savings to additional rehabilitation work.  Savings from capital funds are being 
captured by the region and redistributed to Tier II projects in priority order.  Staff expects to fully fund 
the top two Tier II projects:  Woodland’s County Road Rehabilitation for $327,863 and City of Citrus 
Heights’ Twin Oaks Rehabilitation for $613,720 with the project savings. 
 
It is SACOG’s goal to obtain 100% delivery of the Region’s ARRA projects within the state’s deadline 
and to be in position to receive any redistribution of unobligated ARRA funds from other regions for the 
funding of additional Tier II and Tier III projects.
