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SUBJECT: Call for Projects
Dear Potential Project Sponsors:

Today, the Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG) Board of Directors approved the process and schedule for distributing about $150 million in pooled state and federal funds for various transportation projects throughout the SACOG region.  The process calls for distributing the funds under the following seven programs:  Identified Regional-Scale Projects, Community Design, Transportation Demand Management, Air Quality, Bicycle & Pedestrian, Road Rehabilitation, and locally-identified projects.

Consistent with the approved process, project selection for the regional-scale program will be done directly by SACOG through consultation; a meeting will be held at SACOG on October 3, 2005, between 9 a.m. and 12 noon to deliberate on the regional projects.  SACOG will oversee project selection for the Community Design, Transportation Demand Management, Air Quality, and Bicycle & Pedestrian programs according to those program guidelines that are available on the SACOG website: www.sacog.org.  While the county transportation agencies in Sacramento and Yolo and public works departments in Sutter and Yuba counties are expected to play varying roles in the selection of projects for the different programs, they are to play more prominent roles in the road rehabilitation and the locally-identified projects programs by submitting to SACOG prioritized lists of projects from their respective jurisdictions.  

For the road rehabilitation, locally-identified projects, and the regional-scale programs, a standardized application form is enclosed and will also be available on SACOG’s website listed above.  The forms are to be completed for each project with a copy addressed to Samson A. Okhade, SACOG staff, 1415 L Street, Suite 300, Sacramento, CA 95814 and another copy sent to your county’s representative as follows:

It should be noted that for projects submitted for the road rehabilitation program to qualify for federal funding, they must be functionally classified as “urban collectors and above” in urban areas and “collectors and above” in rural areas.

A draft schedule for the SACOG programming exercise is enclosed, but the deadline for submitting project applications for the Community Design Program will be December 12, 2005.  Again, with the exception of the Community Design Program whose process requires extra evaluation steps, SACOG Board will act on all projects recommended for funding at its 

January 19, 2006, meeting.  Instead of identifying individual projects for the Community Design Program, the Board will approve a lump sum for the program and will approve the individual projects at its March meeting at the conclusion of the process.
