Call for Projects ONLY in Sacramento, Sutter, Yolo and Yuba Counties 


(Note:  El Dorado and Placer Counties have Separate Processes)
Dear Potential Project Sponsors:

With the passage of the state budget by the governor and the legislature and the release of the draft fund estimate by the California Transportation Commission (CTC), SACOG’s programming of the 2008 State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) and other regional programs has begun in earnest.  The CTC has established a February 19, 2008 deadline date for regions and Caltrans to submit their projects for the STIP funds.  Consequently, SACOG has developed a draft schedule (attached) and the following processes to enable it meet the CTC deadline:

SACOG estimates that about $120 million in federal and state funds will be available in this programming cycle.  The processes developed for this programming round call for distributing the funds under the following seven programs:  Identified Regional-Scale Projects, Community Design, Transportation Demand Management (TDM), Air Quality, Bicycle & Pedestrian, Road Rehabilitation, and locally-identified projects.  Two programs--Community Design and Bicycle & Pedestrian--will be programmed separately according to their program guidelines that are available on the SACOG website: www.sacog.org; the other five programs will be programmed together, but with slight variations to the process. 

For the regional-scale program, project selection will be done directly by SACOG through consultation.  (A workshop will be held at SACOG on October 25, 2007, between 11:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. to discuss guidelines, regional projects, and other related issues.)  SACOG will also oversee project selection for the Transportation Demand Management and Air Quality programs.  While county transportation agencies in Sacramento and Yolo and public works departments in Sutter and Yuba counties are expected to play varying roles in the selection of projects for the different programs, they are to play more prominent roles in the road rehabilitation and the locally-identified projects programs by submitting to SACOG prioritized lists of projects from their respective jurisdictions.  

For the road rehabilitation, locally-identified projects, and the regional-scale programs, a standardized application form is enclosed and will also be available on SACOG’s website listed above.  To apply for funds under any of the three programs, you have to do two things: 1) enter the information directly into the SACOG database: http://sactrak.sacog.org, and 2) fill out a standardized application form, enclosed here and also available on SACOG’s website: www.sacog.org, for each project, with a copy addressed to Samson A. It should be noted that for projects submitted for the road rehabilitation program to qualify for federal funding, they must be functionally classified as “urban collectors and above” in urban areas and “collectors and above” in rural areas.

During the last SACOG programming exercise in March 2007, two jurisdictions—Sacramento County and the City of Sacramento—voluntarily gave up their projects, already recommended to the Board for funding by the SACOG Transportation Committee, so that other projects could proceed to construction.  SACOG, at the time, promised to compensate the two jurisdictions during this cycle, and now intends to honor the promise.  Also, of the estimated $120 million available for this programming cycle, SACOG proposes to use about $40 million to fund the Community Design, Transportation Demand Management, Bicycle & Pedestrian, and Air Quality programs.  This is consistent with SACOG Board’s policy to use available funds to implement its long range plan, the Metropolitan Transportation Plan.
