Regional
Transportation
Plan Update
Underway

Development of the
Metropolitan Transportation
Plan (MTP) for 2030 begins
this fall with educational
presentations to community
groups to be followed by
public workshops in late
Winter/Spring 2006.

The MTP 2030 will be the
first long range transportation
plan to be based on the Blue-
print Preferred Alternative for
land-use allocations. It will
be developed in direct coordi-
nation with a new air quality
plan for the Sacramento Area
air basin and the regional
long-range transit plan.

Speakers are available to
attend meetings and gather-
ings within the six-county
Sacramento region. Presenta-
tions will include descriptions
of major aspects of the
MTP 2030 process and plan,
question and answer sessions,
and general discussions of
local and regional transporta-
tion issues.

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Forecast Predicts Aging Population

PLANNING FOR THE SACRA-
MENTO REGION’S FUTURE
GROWTH requires accurate
forecasts of what that growth
may look like in population,
jobs, housing and subsequent
transportation needs.

In support of the Sacra-
mento Region Blueprint:
Transportation/Land Use
Study, SACOG asked the Cen-
ter for Continuing Study of the
California Economy (CCSCE)
to prepare long-term job and
population projections. CCSCE
partnered with DB Consulting
for the demographic analysis.

In order to project jobs in
our region, CCSCE first ana-
lyzed California’s share of the
country’s economic growth,
and then in turn, our region’s
portion of California’s growth.
The SACOG region is projected
to capture 8.35 percent of Cali-
fornia’s job growth from 2000
to 2030 and 8.9 percent from
2030 to 2050.

Population projections are
made by ageing the existing
population using rates of
births and deaths. In addition,
adjustments are made to pro-

jections for people expected
to move into and out of the
region. The birth and death
rates, and the breakdown of
net migration by racial/ethnic
category are supplied by the
California State Department of
Finance (DOF), Demographic
Research Unit.

According to CCSCE, the
region is expected to reach a
population of 3.23 million
people by 2030 and 3.95 mil-
lion by 2050. This implies an
average annual growth rate of
1.7 percent until 2030 followed
by 1.01 percent until 2050.

The composition of house-
hold population in 2050 is
forecasted to be 48 percent

2005-07 Community Design
Funding Program Call for Applications

Round Il of the Community
Design Funding Program is
underway with the September
16 release of the request for
applications. As in 2003-05,
SACOG will award grants to
local governments and their
partners for the planning and
physical construction of proj-
ects promoting the SACOG

Blueprint Principles.

SACOG Blueprint Princi-
ples encourage housing diver-
sity, transportation choices,
compact development, mixed
use, use of existing assets,
natural resource protection
and quality design.

In the prior round of Com-
munity Design funding for

White, 10 percent Black, 14
percent Asian, and 28 percent
Hispanic. Consistent with
other demographic forecasts,
CCSCE projections show
marked aging of the overall
population. The aging popula-
tion is important to consider
in planning for future trans-
portation and housing needs.
SACOG will use these pro-
jections over the next several
years as regional growth totals
for the 2030 Blueprint map,
the Metropolitan Transporta-
tion Plan 2030 the State
Implementation Plan, and in
numerous city and county
General Plan updates.

2003/04 and 2004/05, approx-
imately $13 million was
awarded to 15 projects in the
six-county SACOG region. In
Round Il, covering 2005/06
and 2006/07, $12 million is
estimated to be available to

SACOG.

Citizen Outreach for the
Metropolitan Transportation Plan

We are starting a two-year process to write the
first Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) to be
influenced by the SACOG Board’s adopted Blueprint
growth strategy. The planning will be founded on
the same commitment to effective citizen involve-
ment that was the bedrock of the successful Blue-
print Project. Regardless of how good our data is,
and increasingly fancy computers are, we must
never forget Thomas Jefferson’s admonition that a
healthy democracy depends on an educated and
involved citizenry.

SACOG’s MTP 2030 will reprise its multiple
award-winning Blueprint partnership with Valley
Vision, which will lead the effort to involve an
increasingly broad array of citizens in a series of
interactive community workshops starting in early
February 2006 and running through May.

Regional Gateway

SACOG is launching the Regional Gateway, an
interactive website (www.regionalgateway.org), to
provide citizens throughout the region with up-to-
the-minute information on transportation, land use
and air quality planning and development activities.
The Gateway is a way to stay in touch with each
other across the region on these issues. From follow-
ing public meetings and media coverage to inquiries
for information on best practices and statistical data,
the Gateway is a resource for citizen involvement
and public agency support.

Flood and Open Space Issues

The 31 local elected officials who serve on the
SACOG Board were tracking the flood issue well
before hurricanes Katrina and Rita hit land. In Janu-
ary, they directed staff to re-examine how these
issues interact with the Blueprint growth strategy and
future transportation investments. The key policy
issue for local governments will be whether the best
path to public safety is to accept sxome additional
urban development in floodplains as an essential part
of providing capitol for effective flood protection to
existing and new residents, or whether new develop-
ment should be steered away from the floodplains
entirely. Stay tuned.

There also is growing interest to work on strate-
gies to ensure that the “green” areas in the Blueprint
map stay out of the path of future development. This
cross-connects to the flood discussion, but also

encompasses other resource
protection and urban amenity
issues. We are inventorying
the many existing open and
green space efforts in sub-
areas throughout the region,
and starting talks with state
and federal regulatory agen-
cies about their needs and
interests on this topic.

Regional Economic Development Planning
SACTO, the Metropolitan Chamber of Commerce
and Valley Vision are in the middle of a planning
process to develop an economic development strat-
egy for the region. Titled Partnership for Prosperity,
this is an exciting opportunity to leverage the land
use work of the Blueprint. We have been encourag-
ing people involved in the Prosperity project to prior-
itize strategies for bringing jobs to sub-areas in our
region where growth patterns continue to be led by
housing. These include Yuba and Sutter counties and
Elk Grove, among others. One of the key lessons
from the Blueprint technical work was the impor-
tance of growing with a balance of jobs and housing.

Changes in the Housing Market

While most people are playing the housing bubble
guessing game, we are carefully monitoring changes
in our region’s housing market. A detailed Blueprint
Year 1 monitoring report will be out soon, but here is
a brief peak behind the curtain at the rapid positive
changes we are seeing in the market and local gov-
ernment planning decisions:

= The amount of small lot single family products
(detached for sale products on lots 5500 square feet
and less) has grown substantially, from 2 percent of
all built units from 1997 to 2000 to 14 percent of all
built units from 2001 to 2004.

= The amount of attached for-sale products
(townhomes, rowhouses, condominiums) is grow-
ing fast, from 1 percent of the market before 2003
to 16 percent of all for-sale units in the first six
months of 2005.

e The attached units are averaging $276,000/
unit as compared to $453,000/unit for detached prod-
ucts. The arrival of small-lot single-family and
attached for-sale products in the Sacramento regional
market are the only life rafts for first-time home pur-
chasers and empty nesters in our otherwise increas-
ingly unaffordable housing market.

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Participants Look at Potential Applications for Sacramento

The Sacramento Regional
Transit District (RT) and the
Friends of Light Rail and Tran-
sit hosted a “Streetcar Summit”
on Friday, September 16.
Approximately 150 participants
were welcomed to the day-
long summit by RT General
Manager/CEQO Beverly Scott.

Speakers provided a histori-
cal overview of streetcars in
general and their specific
application in Sacramento.

The focus then shifted to
the present, with a presenta-
tion on streetcar systems
throughout the world. The
audience was provided with
clarification of the differences
between streetcars and their
more modern sibling, light rail.

Keynote speaker William
Lind, of the Free Congress
Foundation, provided an inter-
esting perspective on the
development of streetcars and
their role as a key feature of
vibrant cities. Lind referred to
Jane Jacob’s seminal work,
The Death and Life of Great
American Cities, and
described streetcars as “pedes-
trian accelerators”. Lind drew
sharp contrasts in portraying
modern, suburban oriented
cities and the cities of the past,
in accentuating his theme,
“What worked before will
work again.”

Friends of Light Rail and
Transit Executive Director
Seann Rooney discussed the
organization’s efforts to restore
streetcars from Sacramento’s
past, noting the success of Car
35, which was restored
through the organization’s
efforts in the early 1990s. The
vehicle formerly served as the
site of a popular restaurant.

Lind, a prominent nation-
ally known conservate author,
strongly endorsed coupling
the re-birth of streetcars with
the new urbanist land use
movement. He pointed out
that in the early part of the last
century cities all across the
country, including Sacramento,
had extensive streetcar sys-
tems run profitably by private
firms. Neighborhood design
was based on a grid street pat-
tern, maximizing people's
options for travelling between
two points. Strong central
cities were ringed by healthy
neighborhoods and connected
by the streetcar system.

“There is no reason this
type of transportation and
development can't be recre-
ated in modern America,” he
said. The new urbanist land
use principles Lind promoted
are similar to the Blueprint

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growth principles to guide this
region's growth that were
adopted by the SACOG Board
of Directors in December,
2005.

Other speakers throughout
the day discussed the econom-
ics of streetcars, different types
of cars, various ways of financ-
ing the capital and operating
costs, and provided examples
of successful streetcar systems
from around the world.

A panel of local elected
officials moderated by Sacra-
mento County Supervisor
Roger Dickinson discussed the
potential for streetcars in the
Sacramento region. West
Sacramento Mayor Christopher
Cabaldon said his city is inter-
ested in the near future in a
streetcar linking their core area
with downtown Sacramento.
Placer County Supervisor Ted
Gaines said he wanted to
study the economics and
financing options for bringing
a streetcar system to the fast
developing area in southwest
Placer county, and Supervisor
Dickinson praised the poten-
tial for streetcars to comple-
ment the region’s core light-
rail system through local circu-
lator routes.

Air Quality Pollutant
Reduction Workshop

The five air districts in the
Sacramento area will hold a
combined public workshop to
receive comment on the draft
Federal 8-hour Ozone Rate-of-
Progress Plan for the Sacra-
mento Region. The Clean Air
Act requires federal 8-hour
0zone nonattainment areas to
meet a reasonable further
progress requirement to
reduce ozone-forming pollu-
tant emissions by a minimum
of three percent each year.
The Sacramento ozone nonat-
tainment area includes all of
Sacramento and Yolo Coun-
ties, and portions of Placer, El
Dorado, Solano and Sutter
Counties.

The Rate-of-Progress Plan
proposes to use existing con-
trol strategies and approved
control measure commitments
to achieve emission reductions
necessary for compliance with
Clean Air Act requirements for
reasonable further progress. In
addition, the Plan will estab-
lish updated emission budgets
for transportation and general
conformity purposes.

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The High-Tech Transportation Future

IN SEPTEMBER, THE SACOG BOARD OF
DIRECTORS APPROVED a plan to guide
the region toward a future where tech-
nology improves how our roadways and
transit services operate, and how we get
information about traveling in the region.
The Intelligent Transportation Systems
Strategic Deployment Plan (SDP) identi-
fies priority projects to help the region’s
transportation systems operate better now
and in the future with a growing popula-

tion and evolving metropolitan area.
Typically, deployment plans look only
at the transportation system to identify
enhancements to meet transportation
needs. For SACOG’s SDP, both land use
and transportation plans were examined.
In particular, the SDP suggests technologies
to advance the Blueprint implementation
effort, so that as densities increase in activ-
ity centers and corridors, operators can
deal with increased traffic volumes, pro-

vide better transit service, and improve
mobility and safety for pedestrians and
bicyclists. In addition, the SDP will ensure
better information is provided to the 511
Traveler Information System, enabling pub-
lic access to real-time information about
transit service and roadway conditions.

At the top of the SDP priority list is
STARNET, a regional transportation com-
munications system. Like most of these
transportation technology systems, STAR-
NET runs “behind the scenes” supporting
travel throughout the region. Next time
you see on-ramp meters, message signs,
the 511 system, or cameras mounted in
intersections and along roadways, note
how the technology is enhancing travel.

The Cost of Growth

Initial Blueprint Infrastructure Cost Analysis

INA CONTINUOUS EFFORT
TO PROVIDE PLANNING
ANALYSIS and information to
our member jurisdictions,
SACOG is analyzing the cost
of infrastructure needs associ-
ated with various growth pat-
terns. Initial results suggest a
substantial savings if the
region embraced smart growth
principles used to craft the
Blueprint Preferred Alternative.

An infrastructure cost
model, used in the Envision
Utah effort, illustrates how the
Base Case and Preferred Alter-
native differ in terms of infra-
structure needs and cost.
Applying the infrastructure
cost model to SACOG's Pre-
ferred Alternative and the Base
Case suggests savings of $14
billion if the Preferred Alterna-
tive were built.

Savings were identified in
services costs for water, sewer,
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roads, flood control, drainage
and other utilities.

Just over half of this savings
would result from having to
purchase far less land to miti-
gate for urbanization on agri-
cultural and habitat lands. The
remaining savings result from
the need for less infrastructure
to serve the same number of
residents and employees. Con-
verting this result to Equivalent
Dwelling Units (1 dwelling = 1
EDU, and 2,500 square feet of
employment = 1 EDU) pro-
duced a cost savings of
$17,700 per EDU, which is
consistent with other studies
of infrastructure cost savings
associated with smart growth.

Breaking down the results
by location of the develop-
ment, we find that the green-
field sites may realize greater
savings than reinvestment sites
where infrastructure capacity

may be initially insufficient. In
some greenfield cases with
high densities, the analysis
showed a savings of more than

$30,000/EDU. For many rein-
vestment sites, the Preferred
Alternative is more expensive
than the Base Case because
existing infrastructure capacity
is less than what is needed to
accommodate the levels of
reinvestment envisioned.

Municipalities may face a
tradeoff in determining
whether to maximize reinvest-
ment densities to reduce cost
per EDU, or incur a higher
cost per EDU in order to build
at a lower scale envisioned by
a community. Either way, a
community will enjoy benefits
associated with reinvestment,
such as creating pedestrian,
bicycle, and transit-friendly
environments, leveraging
existing assets, and consuming
less land for growth.

SACOG wiill continue to
work with local planners,
public works staffs and
municipal service districts to
refine cost parameters and
system needs.

Where the Wild Things Are ~ -

THE SACRAMENTO REGION HAS A
RICH DIVERSITY of plant and animal
species, some of which are not found
outside of the California central valley.
However, as the region continues to see
urban growth reach into previously wild
or agriculture.lands, many of these
species are becoming threatened as their
habitat and numbers decline. Open space
planners throughout the region are for-
mulating strategies to deal with this issue
as they piece together an open space

system for the region to protect habitat,

preserve agricultural land, and create
recreational areas and trails for the public
to enjoy. ; >
These plans were presented to the
SACOG Board in a workshop held in Sep-
tember to discuss open space planning
and conservation as it relates to the land
use and transportation planning efforts

underway at SACOG. Representatives
from each of the six counties presented
summaries of their efforts, manyef which
overlap each other to ultimately form a de
facto regional open space plan.

The workshop focused mainly on the
habitat aspects of these open space
efforts. However, speakers were clear that
recreational and —=
agricultural lands
also play a role in
preserving habitat
and are important &
components of a~~
comprehensive
Open space conser-
vation strategy.

Questions from
the SACOG Board addressed issues such
as how the region can acquire state park

Open space planners in the region are working on

ways to protect habitat for species such as the sand-
hill cranes and swainson hawk.

how urban parks and trail systems can
function as habitat, how agricultural land
might be regulated when preserves are
adjacent, and how development mitiga-
tion requirements are increasing and
necessitating developers to set aside more
and more land for habitat.

Air Quality Conformity Lapse End In Sight

ON SEPTEMBER 23, 2005,
THE SACRAMENTO METRO-
POLITAN AIR QUALITY MAN-
AGEMENT DISTRICT, in con-
sultation with the EI Dorado
County Air Pollution Control
District, Feather River Air
Quality Management District,
Placer County Air Pollution
Control District, and the Yolo-
Solano Air Quality Manage-
ment District published the
draft Environmental Impact
Report for the Sacramento
Regional Non-Attainment
Area 8-Hour Ozone Rate-
Of-Progress (ROP) Plan
and Draft 8-Hour Ozone
Rate-Of-Progress Plan
(www.airquality.org).

formity determinations on the
2006 Metropolitan Transporta-
tion Plan and Metropolitan
Transportation Improvement
Program for submittal to the
Federal Highway Administra-
tion and Federal Transit
Administration for their review
and approval. Upon approval
by both of these agencies,
which is expected as early as
March 3 or as late as April 15,
2006, depending on how much
review time the federal agen-
cies take, the conformity lapse
will end.

On October 4, 2004, the
Sacramento federal ozone
non-attainment area suffered
an air quality conformity

Upon approval by the agen-
cies listed above, in consulta-
tion with the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA),
SACOG will be able to prepare
new air quality conformity
determinations and end the
lapse. The current schedule
calls for the ROP emissions
budgets that will be used in the

conformity determinations to
be approved by EPA as early as
February 16, 2006. Once these
emission budgets are available
for conformity determinations,
SACOG will prepare new con-

lapse. This conformity lapse
occurred because SACOG was
unable to show that one of its
regionally significant, nonex-
empt projects would be com-
pleted by November 15 2005,
a critical date for conformity
determinations.

During this lapse SACOG,
along with the staffs from all

our local agencies, have taken
a number of proactive steps to
minimize the impact of the
lapse on project delivery
including:
= Aggressively delivering $65
million in projects in the
final days before the lapse
occurred;
= Delivering $45 million in
exempt projects (e.g., bike
and pedestrian projects,
etc.) during the lapse;
= Working to develop a list of
projects ready to go as
soon as the lapse ends.
SACOG continues to work
closely with the Board of
Directors, six counties and 22
cities to provide on-going
progress reports on our efforts
to ensure air quality conform-
ity in the Sacramento region.

local governments for projects
in Sacramento, Sutter, Yolo
and Yuba counties. Projects in
El Dorado and Placer counties
will have a separate selection
and funding process.
Applications are evaluated
based on how well they sup-
port the Blueprint Project prin-
ciples, how mature the proj-
ects are for implementation or
construction, how much influ-
ence they have in promoting
more projects that are Blue-
print-supportive, and how
much private funding leverage
and community support has

been secured.

First Round of Community Design
Grants Promoting Projects

SACOG IS HELPING LOCAL
GOVERNMENTS PLAN FOR
AND BUILD Blueprint-style
communities with the Com-
munity Design Grant program.
Round 1 of the Community
Design Funding Program
funded almost $13 million to
15 projects throughout the
region. Granted projects are
beginning to take shape.

In Marysville, the landmark
Marysville Hotel is being reno-
vated into a mixed-use resi-
dential-retail center with pri-
vate investor funds for the
hotel renovation project. The
SACOG Community Design
Grant will pay for street
improvements and a parking
garage to help bring shoppers
and residents back into the
downtown.

Roseville will see the bene-
fits of the Community Design
Grant Program in the redevel-
opment of the Riverside
Avenue corridor. Once the
main street of the city of
Roseville, Riverside Avenue is
undergoing a transformation
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to return it to an active urban
pedestrian-friendly village. The
corridor’s specific plan and
environmental documents are
near completion. Mixed-use
development prototypes are
under final review and future
infrastructure and streetscap-
ing plans are being developed.

In Sacramento, one of the
last remaining riverfront areas
not already developed is being
planned. Grant funding was
provided to the City of Sacra-
mento to develop a plan for the
area south of Old Sacramento
and west of I-5, known as the
Docks. Strong public support
exists for high density, mixed-
use development in this area.

A dozen other projects are
making progress toward physi-
cal construction that is Blue-
print friendly. Please visit
