Miscellaneous – Any other information in support of your project  
 
The City of Citrus Heights has recently adopted a General Plan Update (sustainability and complete streets focus) and 

Greenhouse Gas Reduction Plan (committed to reducing GHG’s by 10-15% by 2020). During the City’s extensive 

community outreach associated with this effort, the community clearly valued improved mobility for all users in Citrus 

Heights. This improved mobility is also a major component of reaching the City’s greenhouse gas reduction targets. The 

community also indicated they favored building on the City’s existing assets, as opposed to developing new or wider 

roadways. The City’s greenhouse gas targets are predicated on a 1.5% modal shift from automobile users towards bicycle 

and pedestrian users.  

 As a community dominated by suburban design, these new community values require careful planning, design, and 

outreach to achieve these goals. Even though the City has a new complete streets policy for all roadways, the existing 

network of roadways will continue to be a barrier to novice pedestrians and bicyclists. The City believes creating a complete 

bicycle and pedestrian network will be the biggest contributor to attaining the 1.5% modal shift target.
